This section should provide information on the team members= distance education programs and experiences including courses taught (both credit and non‑credit), continuing education courses, workshops, and other outreach education efforts; audiences reached including numbers and location of learners; distance education methodologies utilized; quality and learning effectiveness; adherence to ADEC Quality Principles for Distance Teaching and Learning; sustainability of programs or projects listed and service to further enhance opportunities for distance education (a maximum of six pages in the final proposal).
